
BROWN’S MARTS ARTS LIMITED

STATEMENT OF SUPPORT FOR THE AUSTRALIA COUNCIL THEATRE BOARD’S 

NEW TERRITORY FUND

1. Brown’s Mart Arts shares the commitment of the Australia Council Theatre Board to support the creative development and/or production of new theatre works as set out the explanatory document recently circulated by the Theatre Board.

2. Support from Brown’s Mart Arts  may take one or more of the following forms:

2.1. Venue support – the provision of space at Brown’s Mart for workshops, rehearsals and performance and similar activities;

2.2. Administrative and production support – the provision of staff to undertake marketing, securing and managing sponsorship, production support and general administration in relation to theatre activity; 

2.3. Financial support;

2.4. Auspicing; and

2.5. A professional reference.

3. Brown’s Mart Arts is particularly interested in supporting, as a “presenting partner”, productions scheduled for performance between 1 December 2011 and 31 December 2012. We also wish to make it clear that our support is not tied necessarily to the use of Browns Mart as the performance venue. 

4. If you wish to make an application to the Australia Council Theatre Board for funding from the New Theatre Fund and wish to include in that application a letter from Brown’s Mart Arts committing support to your project as a presenting partner you will need to apply to us in writing for that support. Your application should:

4.1. identify clearly the project you are proposing  and the performance dates and proposed venue;

4.2. provide details of the new work including if available the most recent draft and/or outline;

4.3. identify your qualifications and experience;

4.4. include a detailed budget;

4.5. identify the support you are seeking from us; and

4.6. address the criteria set out in paragraph 7 below.

5. We are also committed to supporting the development of new work by local practitioners. If you wish to apply for a creative development grant from the Theatre Board and wish to include in that application a letter from Brown’s Mart Arts committing support to your project you will need to apply to us in writing for that support. Your application should:

5.1.  identify the new work for which you are seeking support, including if available the most recent draft and/or outline;

5.2. identify your qualifications and experience;

5.3. identify the support you are seeking from us; and

5.4. address the criteria set out in paragraph 7 below.

6. It would be sensible to have the form of the Australia Council application in mind when you are providing this material to avoid wasted work and/or unnecessary duplication.

7. The factors which we will be taking into account in assessing applications will include:

7.1. The merits of the application in terms of the criteria set by the Australia Council Theatre Board; 

7.2. Our assessment of the likely contribution of the project to the development of theatre in the Top End; and

7.3. The employment of resident Top End artists.
